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Introduction

The British Library uses the PREMIS metadata schema for recording preservation metadata. Part of the preservation metadata is information about the digital object’s authenticity over time and evaluating the outcome of preservation actions.
PREMIS records event for digital objects. Events may occur for every digital object. The appropriate content stream specific METS profile gives further information when to record an event. Every event if described by the following XML-structure:

This structure may be extended by pointing to an appropriate agent being responsible for this event. The <premis:eventOutcome> element contains the value “success” as objects are only ingested, if an event had been passed successfully. However some content must be stored even though the objects are not valid. In this case the event outcome is set to “failed but forced”. 
The following list defines all event types which can be used in BL’s PREMIS records describing digital objects which are ingested into DLS for long term preservation.

	file
	Records the creation of a file. The event outcome is always “success”. Otherwise the file and its metadata record wouldn’t exist.

	file
	Checking if a file is wellformed. Often validation checks already include wellformness checks. In any case the result of those combined checks is recorded in two separate events.

	file
	Checking if a file is valid.

	file
	Checking the integrity of a file by e.g. comparing two checksums of a file.

	file
	Identifying the format of a file using tools such as JHOVE or DROID

	propertyExtraction

	file
	Extraction of technical (or non-technical) metadata like the resolution, colordepth etc. from a file using tools such as JHOVE.

	migration
	file
	A copy is created from an original or derived file. Notice, that the term “migration” context does not imply that the file format must have necessarily changed.

	transformation
	file
	A copy is created from an original; the correct definition of transformation and how it is different from migration needs to discussed. Web Archiving uses transformation because certain parts of a content files are changed; but the file is still stored in the same file format.

	uncompress
	file
	A compressed file is uncompressed to create the component files.

	submission


	Record the date, time and agent which had been used during ingest.

	submission 
	Checking for viruses

If recorded for a submission, this event is treated as an aggregated event for all files

	uncompressUnpack
	submission


	Unpacking or uncompressing a file such as a zip or tar file.
If recorded for a submission, this event is treated as an aggregated event for all files

	metadataExtraction
	submission


	Extraction metadata from the submission object. This applies to all kinds of metadata – descriptive metadata or file related metadata.

	deselection
	File / representation

	A file or representation which is described and defined in a METS file but is NOT ingested in the DLS on purpose. This might happened if e.g. a file is migrated prior to ingest and only the migrated copy is kept. To provide a complete audit trail the original file has to be defined and has its own premis record.
